Pruning. Fall is the right time to remove dead
or diseased limbs, twigs and parasitic plants
like mistletoe. Cracks in the wood, structural
defects and parasites are easier to see in the fall,
when deciduous trees shed their leaves. For
evergreens, such as live oaks, it is important to
remove excessive growth, which will minimize
the risk of limbs breaking in the event of
winter storms.
